14 Valentine's Day An annual celebration of romantic love, friendship and admiration!
17-18 Israand Mi'raj - Muslim Isra and Mi'raj references the "Miraculous Night Journey" of the Islamic prophet Muhammad. Muslims celebrate
this night by offering prayers, or by illuminating cities with electric lights and candles.
18 Maha Shivarati - Hindu "The Great Night of Shiva" is the most significant event in India's spiritual calendar.

8 International Women's Day Celebrated as afocal point in the women's rights movement, bringing attention to issues such as gender equality,
reproductiverights, and violence and abuse against women.
21 Holi - Festival of India Popular ancient Indian festival, also known as the "Festival of Love," the "Festival of Colours" and the "Festival of
Spring." The festival celebrates the eternal and divine love of Radha Krishna.
12 Daylight Savings Time begins Clocks "spring" forward one hour ahead of standard time for the warm weather months.
17 St. Patrick's Day Acultural and religious celebration commemorating St. Patrick and the arrival of Christianity in Ireland, and

celebrating the heritage and culture of the Irish in general.

Ramadan - Islamic holy month

Holy month of fasting, introspection and prayer for Muslims, the followers of Islam. It is celebrated as the month
during which Muhammad received the initial revelations of the Quran, the holy book for Muslims. The dates for
Ramadan can vary across the globe, based on the sighting of the moon.
